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This quote has been taken from the Foundation Stage curriculum 

upon which we base our learning and teaching experiences.  The 

Foundation Stage curriculum focuses on the distinct needs of 

children aged 3-5, it continues their pre school learning and forms 

the first stage of learning. 

As you can see, it highlights the importance of young children 

being active in their own learning through play and discovery.
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Our curriculum is based on 7 areas of learning- 3 prime areas as 

detailed in the slide and 4 specific areas shown in the next slide.

Personal, Social and Emotional Development ….. this is one of the 

most important areas of child development that is fundamental in 

establishing that children feel settled in school and are confident 

and independent learners.  

Therefore, we provide children with the choice of independent 

activities where they are the leaders in their learning and are 

building in confidence to work alongside other children to establish 

effective relationships with their peers and their teachers. PSED is 

an underlying feature of all future learning.

The prime areas underpin all other aspects and are fundamental 

for learning.
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The characteristics of effective learning are all about how children 

learn.  They underpin learning and development across all areas 

and support the child to remain an effective and motivated learner. 

In foundation stage we plan our learning to encourage children to 

develop these skills.
